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Personnel Accountability Report (PAR)

Policy Statement:

The safety of our members is paramount. The incident commander (IC) is responsible and accountable for ensuring all members on scene are accounted for and in the event that a mayday situation occurs or major change in fireground conditions the IC will immediately be able to obtain an on scene accountability of all members engaged in operations.
Purpose:

To provide guidelines for PAR and its use on working incidents as well as establishing procedures in the event of a Mayday situation or major change in fireground conditions.

Definitions:

1. Personnel Accountability Report (PAR) involves the reporting of the location, status and welfare of personnel assigned to a given crew. Events which necessitate that the IC conduct a PAR include, but are not limited to:
1.1. a change from offensive to defensive tactics;

1.2. a significant event, such as a building collapse, occurs while crews are operating in the hot zone; or,

1.3. a mayday has been sounded by a member or crew.

PAR guidelines:

1. When conducting a PAR the IC shall begin with the units in the most hazardous areas and continue until the location, status, and welfare of all crews have been reported.

2. When a crew does not respond to a PAR after two attempts the IC shall ask crews that are believed to be in the same area if they know the location of missing firefighter. If the firefighter still has not been accounted for the IC shall have the evacuation tone sounded, and then if all firefighters are not accounted for the IC shall declare a mayday situation and the follow the mayday guidelines. In the event of a missing firefighter the IC should evacuate everyone as one of the evacuating crews may come across the missing firefighter on their way out. 
3. A  PAR shall be conducted as follows: 

3.1. Command to Engine 512 do you have PAR?

3.2. Engine 512 to command.   We have PAR and at this location.
4. Should a unit be split in to 2 or more groups the group officers will be referred to as Engine 512A, Engine 512B, etc.  It is the responsibility of the unit officer to know how many groups their crew has been split into.
5. This shall be repeated until PAR has been established for all crews.
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
