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101 Background and History

The history of the kilt stretches back to end of the 16th century. Although the kilt is an item of traditional Scottish highland dress, the nationalism of that tradition is relatively recent. It was only with the Romantic Revival of the 19th century that the kilt became irreversibly associated with Highlanders, and was subsequently adopted by Lowlanders and the Scottish Diaspora. Other modern Celts such as the Irish, Cornish, Welsh and Manx, have also adopted tartan kilts in recent times, although to a lesser degree. Similar clothing had long been abandoned by related cultures such as Gauls, and Scandinavians.

The word kilt comes from the Scots word kilt meaning to tuck up the clothes around the body. The Scots word derives from the Old Norse kilt, which means "pleated", from Viking settlers who wore a similar, non-tartan pleated garment.
In the ancient times of the clans, the highlanders were dressed in one single cloth, which was wrapped around their body. A belt was strapped around the waist to hold it in place. This ‘belted plaid’ was not only used for clothing, but it also served as a blanket during the night. 

101.1 Origins of the uniform

After the historical battle at Culloden in 1746 the British suppressers outlawed bagpipe music as well as wearing clan tartans and clan crests. Scottish warriors were integrated into the British army. The development of the Scottish military uniform began at this time, during the end of the 18th century. The belted plaid was mixed with the British uniform. Famous Scottish regiments, like ‘the Black Watch’ emerged from this integration. The highland full dress as it is now exists of a separate kilt and plaid. Scottish elements in this dress are the belts, the kilt and the plaid. The tunic, shoes and socks are British additions. The ‘feather bonnet’ is also an example of British influence.

101.2 Montgomery Tartan

D W Stewart, author of Old and Rare Scottish Tartans (1893), was of the opinion that this sett could be traced back to 1707 when it was adopted by the Montgomeries Earls of Eglinton. 
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102 Scope and Applicability

Provide clear instructions to all members regarding the appropriate uniform for performances and appearances. All members must abide by these rules. Notice of the appropriate uniform will be provided to all members prior to the event by the Drum Major and/or Pipe Major.
102.1 MCFFP&D Uniform Regulations

All band members must comply with MCFFP&D uniform Regulations. 

The Drum Major will enforce this policy. In the absence of the Drum Major, the Pipe Major will have the authority to enforce the uniform regulations. If both are absent the next highest ranking Band official will enforce the uniform policy. Only the Drum Major, Pipe Major and Drum Sergeant have the authority to make temporary changes to our uniform. Failure to wear and maintain appropriate uniforms for performances or events will result in member not being able to perform or attend events and may lead to further disciplinary action by the Board of Directors. All uniform items must be kept in a clean and net order at all times.
102.2 Wearing of Uniform not authorized

Any uniform items, medals or medallions that are not authorized as stated in the MCFFP&D uniform regulations are strictly prohibited. Only MCFFP&D members have the authority to wear the uniform of the MCFFP&D. Black shirts and hats are considered “Band Members Only” and not to be sold or issued to non-band members. Badges are not to be sold and are reserved for members only. 
102.3 Wearing of MCFFP&D uniform
While wearing the official uniform of the MCFFP&D, all members must keep their uniform in a clean and neatly pressed fashion. Great care must be given to preserve and maintain the uniform and accessories. While wearing the uniform each band member is considered a diplomat representing the band.

103 MCFFP&D Uniform committee

The uniform committee is appointed by the President and their term of office shall be for a period of one year or less, if sooner terminated by the action of the President. The committee is tasked with researching and suggesting uniform items for the Membership, as well as uniform vendors that meet the bands 
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specifications. The purpose of the committee is fact finding and presenting the findings to the Membership for a majority vote. The uniform committee is tasked with writing a uniform policy and updating it when required.  Any Uniform regulation and changes to such regulations must be approved by a vote of not less than two thirds of active band members.
104 Member supplied uniform items 

Each band member will be responsible for purchasing applicable uniform specified below.  All items purchased must meet the specifications as set forth in Article Three of these regulations.

Active member:  Montgomery Modern Blue Kilt, Glengarry, long sleeve and short sleeve shirts, black tie, silver name tag, Kilt belt, belt buckle, horsehair sporran, leather sporran, kilt pin, hose flash, hose, Sgian Dubh (optional), spats and shoes. collar insignia to match rank and instrument.
Booster/Student Member:  Khaki colored skirt or trousers, Glengarry, white uniform shirt or blouse, black tie or tartan tie, tartan scarf, nude stockings (women only) black shoes.

105 Band Issue

Each Active band member will be issued Band approved Doublet, cross belt, two MCFFP&D badges and a MCFRS tie clip. 
Booster/student members will be issued a MCFRS tie clip one MCFFP&D badge as needed for uniform wear.  
Band members are required to maintain band issued equipment and will responsible for it’s replacement if lost or damaged.

Ribbons should be pressed and folded flat inside of Glengarry. Place in plastic bag and store flat. Dry clean only!

302.1- SHORT AND LONG SLEEVE WHITE SHIRTS, – Male/female personnel with insignia appropriate to the rank of the Band Member. Red band patch attached to left arm. American flag patch with stars & stripes forward on right arm. Tie is to be worn with long sleeve shirt only. 
A plain white crew neck tee shirt must be worn under uniform shirt. No lettering must show through uniform shirt. 
BLACK CARHARTT  - Black Carhartt long sleeve shirt – Band badge embroidered on left chest and name and type of instrument embroidered on right chest.
302.1.1- How Worn. - Well tucked into the waistband of the kilt so that the front of
the shirt does not hang below the waistband. Excess material at the waist tucked in behind each hip in two even pleats. Breast pockets must be empty and buttoned or velcroed. 
302.1.2- Care. – WHITE SHIRTS ONLY - Well pressed and unwrinkled. Sharp, military creases pressed vertically into front of shirt so as to evenly divide each pocket from waist to epaulet. Sharp crease in sleeves aligned with epaulet. Creases in patches are not permitted.
302.1.3- NECKTIE - Male necktie tied in a half Windsor knot with bottom of tie even with waist.
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302.1.4- Tie clip – MCFRS official tie pin.
302.1.5- Accessories – No other pins or “Flair” will be attached to uniform without approval from Drum Major or Pipe Major.

307.2 – Casual Sporran – Celtic knot design pattern plain black leather with small Emblem centered on sporran on flap. Optional for all Band Members with the Casual Uniforms.

307.3 – Sporran Strap – Plain black leather with buckle to match the color tone of the cantle and bells.

Scottish plaids come in three varieties, the fly plaid, the drummer's plaid and the full piper's plaid.

Scottish plaids are made from tartan cloth; the tartan of the plaid always matches the tartan of the kilt.

The word plaid comes from Gaelic and literally means blanket.
So why is it worn with Highland Dress, and what purpose does it serve?

The major reason is that the plaid is a symbolic representation of the upper part of the great kilt, the Feileadh mhor, and it is decorative. 

It should only be worn to formal occasions, such as black tie events, formal dinners, etc.

To wear the pipers Plaid:

	The piper’s plaid is 3 to 4 yards long, depending on the height of the piper and the wearing preference. Our pictures show a 4 yard double width stitched plaid, tucked into the belt at the back.

	1. Unbutton your the epaulet on your left shoulder and flip it open. Place plaid face up over your left shoulder starting with the closely stitched end falling in front of you about 6" below your waist, depending on your height. 

2. Wrap the portion falling behind you around your back and under your right arm. 

3. Continue wrapping across your chest and back up over your left shoulder. (If you are wearing a crossbelt, traditionally the plaid would go over it as the plaid has its origins as a blanket. However, a number of organizations wear the plaid under the crossbelt, and this is accepted also. Crossbelt buckles will often have a hook with which to secure the plaid as it passes under the lower half of the buckle.) 

4. The end of the open pleated portion of the plaid should be hanging at the top of your ankle, otherwise consider your target to be one quarter to one third up your lower leg. Adjust the plaid around your body so that the end is properly positioned. 

5. Pull on the closely stitched end to tighten the plaid close to your body so that it is not loose, but not constricting. 

6. Button the epaulet over the plaid. 

7. Fold the end of the plaid that is hanging in front of you over the left epaulet—slightly to the outside—then down underneath the length of plaid that was already hanging at your back. 

8. The stitched end which is now mostly hidden is slipped under the crossbelt and also under the belt at your waist. (see picture) 

9. Pull the pleat of exposed plaid closest to your left arm all the way around your left shoulder to the front. Using a plaid brooch and with the first pleat remaining closed, pin the plaid to the chest, crossing a portion of the plaid where it meets the shoulder. This point should be at least as high as the base of the left epaulet. Done correctly, the plaid should drop from the brooch and around your shoulder to your back.

To wear the Drummers plaid, 

1. Run the plaid through the left epaulet of the jacket so the corner comes to about the level of the left nipple. 
2. The brooch should be pinned through the jacket just below the left shoulder. 
3. The rest hangs down the back and tucked under the belt.
