PRE-INSPECTION CHECKLIST

1 .Make sure all exits and exit access paths are clear and unobstructed.

2. Make sure all exit Signs are illuminated and Emergency Lighting is functioning.

3. Make sure Emergency Lighting Log is filled out and available. (A copy or the original must be filed with your inspection.) Not having this log is a $200 Fine.

4. Make sure all fire extinguishers are charged, tagged and have been inspected within the last 12 months.

5. If your building has a fire sprinkler system make sure it has been inspected within the last 12 months by a State of NJ registered contractor. A copy of your inspection shall be turned over to the fire inspector at time of inspection and shall have the contractor’s registration number visible.

6. If your building has a fire alarm system make sure it has been inspected within the last 12 months by a State of NJ registered alarm  company. A copy of the inspection shall be turned over to the fire inspector at time of inspection and shall have the contractor’s registration number visible.
7. If you have a cooking operation that requires a suppression system make sure the system has been inspected within the last 6 months. The system is required to be inspected bi-annually by a State of NJ registered alarm contractor and a tag shall be posted on the system.

8. Do not use extension chords as a substitute for permanent wiring or outlets. The use of extension chords is prohibited. Use fused plug strips, UL Tested for computers, etc. Do not plug one strip in to another strip.

9. Do not store combustibles within 36” of heaters or water heaters.

10. Do not store anything within 2’ of a ceiling or 18” below a sprinkler head.

11. Clearance of not less than 30” shall be provided between electrical service equipment and storage in the area.

12. Do not allow trash or litter to accumulate.

13. Keep all Fire lanes clear of vehicles.

14. Make sure Fire Dept. Connections (FDC) is marked and access is free of obstructions.

15. Check previous year inspection, any Reoccurring violations carry an automatic $200 penalty.
